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RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Association of King County Historical Organizations (AKCHO) is committed to transparent accounting for filing fee money collected and designated for historic preservation, historical programs, and preservation of historic documents, according to RCW 36.22.170 (hereafter “HB 1386”);

WHEREAS, the King County Historic Preservation and Historical Programs Advisory Task Force (hereafter “the Task Force”) has recommended the creation of a dedicated first tier account for HB 1386 money;

WHEREAS, the King County Council is considering an ordinance (2010-0231) establishing the King County Historic Preservation and Historical Programs Fund, designating the Department of Executive Services as fund manager;

WHEREAS, AKCHO believes 100 percent of funds generated under HB 1386 should be available on an equal access basis to all qualified agencies and organizations in every incorporated community, as well as unincorporated King County;

WHEREAS, the Task Force has recommended that 40 percent of the HB 1386 revenue be allocated to the King County Historic Preservation Program, and 60 percent of HB 1386 revenue be allocated to the Cultural Development Authority (4Culture) from 2011 to 2015;

WHEREAS, the Task Force has recommended that 35 percent of the HB 1386 revenue be allocated to the King County Historic Preservation Program, and 65 percent of HB 1386 revenue be allocated to the Cultural Development Authority (4Culture) from 2016 onward;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED:

1. The Association of King County Historical Organizations (AKCHO) Board of Trustees supports the conclusions and recommendations of the King County Historic Preservation and Historical Programs Advisory Task Force;

2. AKCHO supports proposed ordinance 2010-0231 and asks that the Budget and Financial Management Committee of the King County Council recommend adoption of the ordinance to the Council, and that the Council enact the ordinance;

3. AKCHO asks the King County Council to adopt the Task Force’s HB 1386 funding allocation recommendations.
